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The Fund for Development of Political Parties

Background

1.

The 2007 Constitution prescribes the Election Commission of
Thailand (ECT) as an independent statutory body having a duty to
provide financial support or other benefits to political parties to
proceed any political activity in accordance with the will of
democratic regime.

The Fund for Development of Political Parties (FDP) is established
in the Office of the Election Commission of Thailand according to
Section 73 of the Organic Act on Political Parties B.E. 2550
(2007).

Objective of FDP

FDP operates as a revolving fund for subsidizing political parties

and political party development activities as prescribed by the ECT.

FDP consists of the following money and assets:
money received from budgetary appropriations;
money received from donations through the indication of intent in
an annual personal income tax;
money received from subsidies allocated by the State at the rate
of 5% of the total amount of donations of (2);
application fees for candidacy in an election of members of the

House of Representatives;

fines received from administrative or criminal penalties under the
Organic Act on Political Parties;

money or property acquired by a political party in contravention
of the Organic Act on Political Parties;

money or assets devolved to FDP when a political party

loses its status, is terminated or dissolved:;

money or assets donated to FDP;

fruits of FDP;

FDP Committee

In allocating a subsidy to a political party and controlling FDP, the

Election Commission shall appoint a committee to act on its behalf,
consisting of:

Political Party Registrar as the Chairman;

an Election Commissioner entrusted by the ECT as a Committee;
a representative from the Ministry of Finance as a Committee;

a representative from the Bureau of Budget as a Committee;

a representative selected amongst political parties which have any
member in the House of Representatives holding a ministerial
position as a Committee;

a representative selected amongst political parties which have any
member in the House of Representatives not holding a ministerial
position as a Committee;

a representative selected amongst political parties which have no
member in the House of Representatives as a Committee;

2 senior experts as Committees;

ECT Secretary-General as a Committee and Secretary of the
Committee.

The Goal of FDP operation

To promote and support political parties to be the strong and secure

political institution in which the people can actively participate and
inspect their operation.

To support political activities of any political party and its branches.
To support the ECT operation in developing political parties.

To support postal fees, public utility expenses, and other matters
of political parties.

To support the study and research related to the development of
political parties.

To establish the Institute for Development of Politics and
Elections.

Financial Support to Political Parties

FDP directly provides support to any political party in 3 arenas:

(1) To support operation of any political party and its branches which
sent candidates for an election of members of the House of
Representatives as well as submitted its annual operation and expenditure
plans to the ECT within every August, the ECT shall distribute the
subsidy to entitled political parties as followings:

(1.1) 40% of the total amount of the subsidy allocated according to
the number of votes obtained from an election on a proportional basis;

(1.2) 40% of the total amount of the subsidy allocated according to
the number of votes obtained from an election on a constituency basis;

(1.3) 10% of the subsidy allocated according to the number of
branches of a political party that meet the requirements of the ECT.

(2) To provide subsidies allocated by the State at the rate of 5% of the
total amount of donations through the indication of intent in an annual
personal income tax.

(3) To support postal fees, public utility expenses, and other matters of
political parties which stood candidates for an election of members of the
House of Representatives but did not receive the subsidies of (1).

Anticipated Outcome

FDP is anticipated to support the development of Thai political
parties to be the political institution by which a political party can firmly
uphold the will and ideology of the democratic regime of government
with the King as the Head of the State.
